Masses are celebrated: Vigil Mass Saturday 5:30 PM (SJ); Sun-
day 7:30 AM (SJ); 10:45 AM (SP); 11:30 AM (SJ);

Daily Mass is celebrated: Tues. and Thur, 8:30 AM (SJ)

SJ= St. John , SP= St. Patrick.

Baptism: Parents wishing to have their children baptized should
be registered members of the parish and attend a baptism prepa-
ration class, or have attended one for another child within the last
3 years. Call office to register for class.

Confirmation: Our youth receive the sacrament in the 11"
grade, but must have participated in the religious education pro-
gram in 10" grade.

First Penance First Eucharist: The diocese requires a two-year
preparation for the celebration of First Reconciliation and First
Eucharist. St. John follows the diocesan recommendation that
First Reconciliation and First Eucharist take place in the second
grade. Preparation for First Reconciliation must be completed
before the student may enter the preparation program for First
Eucharist. During both years of preparation, the student must
regularly attend religious education classes and events. Only 3
absences will be allowed.

Marriage: Preparation for marriage must begin no less than six
months prior to wedding date.

Holy Orders: Those who believe they are called to ordained min-
istry as a priest or a deacon should contact Fr. Wayne or the Of-
fice of Vocations (359-5661) at the diocese.

Reconciliation: A priest is available to hear confessions every
Saturday at 4:30 PM at St. John’s and by appointment.

Anointing of the Sick: Anyone experiencing serious illness or
preparing to enter the hospital is encouraged to approach one of
our priests after mass to receive the sacrament or call for an ap-
pointment.
