Spending time before the Blessed Sacrament, exposed in a beautiful monstrance on the altar, gives our 
Lord an opportunity to speak to the heart. He simply loves us, and yet His love is so powerful that it 
breaks through the walls that we have put up, it breaks through the stuff of the past that shackles us 
in chains, it breaks through the anxieties of the future that so often trouble the heart, it breaks through 
it all. He breaks through it all because He is Love in the flesh. And as we adore Him, we let Him love 
us. And in this crazy world in which we find ourselves, we need Him more than anything.

Mass on the 4th Wednesday, October 27 
 

 St. Peter’s Downtown - 3rd Wednesday of each month – 6:00pm Holy Hour 
 

Confessions will be available for most of the Holy Hour.
