From the Pastor's Desk

Dearly beloved,

Every Fourth Sunday of Easter is traditionally called Good
Shepherd Sunday and Vocations Sunday because Jesus the
Shepherd who cares for his sheep leads them to pasture (Ps.
23:2) and lays down his life for them (Jn. 10:11). The image of
the Good Shepherd refers to the leadership role of Jesus to his
flock indiscriminatingly, as he leads them to experience the joys
of heaven and to live in eternity, just like every shepherd
wholeheartedly leads the sheep to pasture. What is important is
for the sheep to know, hear and follow the voice of their master.
This shepherding role has been entrusted to other groups of
people with leadership roles to lead the flock. One of such
groups are bishops. You will notice that a shepherd leads the
sheep to pasture with a rod as a defensive weapon against wild
animals, and his voice is always noticed, heard and followed. In
much the same way, at his episcopal ordination, the bishop is
given a pastoral staff with a curved top to indicate his pastoral
authority or his symbol of office, and he holds it whenever he
celebrates mass with the faithful as a sign of his pastorship/
leadership role. Since he needs the collaboration of others in his
diocese to help in this shepherding role, priests are ordained and
appointed to serve as pastors in various parishes in the diocese
as shepherds of the flock.

Hence, on this occasion, let us all pray fervently for vocations
to the Priesthood and Religious life to fulfill the Lord’s instruc-
tion to; “pray the Lord of the harvest to send laborers into
his harvest” (Mt. 9:38; Lk. 10:2). Let us as well pray for the
world Heads of States, Parents of Families and Managers of
Institutions who assume leadership and shepherding roles.

Desde el escritorio del Parroco

Queridos feligreses,

Cada Cuarto Domingo de Pascua es tradicionalmente llamado Do-
mingo del Buen Pastor y Domingo de las Vocaciones porque Jesus, el
Pastor que cuida de sus ovejas, las lleva a pastar (Sal 23, 2) y da su
vida por ellas (Jn 10, 11). La imagen del Buen Pastor remite indistin-
tamente al papel de liderazgo de Jesus sobre su rebafio, llevandolos a
experimentar los gozos del cielo y a vivir en la eternidad, como todo
pastor lleva de todo corazodn a las ovejas a pastar. Lo importante es
que las ovejas conozcan, escuchen y sigan la voz de su amo.

Este rol de pastoreo ha sido confiado a otros grupos de personas con
roles de liderazgo para guiar al rebafio. Uno de esos grupos son los
obispos. Notaran que un pastor lleva a las ovejas a pastar con una
vara como arma defensiva contra los animales salvajes, y su voz
siempre es notada, escuchada y seguida. De la misma manera, en su
ordenacion episcopal, el obispo recibe un baston pastoral con una
parte superior curva para indicar su autoridad pastoral o su simbolo
de oficio, y lo sostiene cada vez que celebra misa con los fieles como
signo de su pastoral/papel de liderazgo. Dado que necesita la colabo-
racion de otros en su didcesis para ayudar en esta funcion de pasto-
reo, los sacerdotes son ordenados y designados para servir como pas-
tores en varias parroquias de la didcesis como pastores del rebaiio.

Por eso, en esta ocasion, oremos todos con fervor por las vocaciones
al Sacerdocio y a la vida Religiosa para que se cumpla la instruccion
del Sefior de; “rogad al Duefio de la mies que envie obreros a su
mies” (Mt 9,38; Lc 10,2). Oremos también por los Jefes de Estado,
Padres de Familia y Administradores de Instituciones del mundo que
asumen roles de liderazgo y pastoreo.
