We’re solidifying plans for liturgical celebrations for Lent (right
around the corner) and Holy Week. For Lent, we are adding Vespers
and various additional opportunities for Confession. Presently, we are
considering continuing the 3:00 PM Good Friday Liturgy at Saint
Peter, but eliminating the celebrations of Holy Thursday and the East-
er Vigil at Saint Peter only. Saint Patrick would maintain its past
schedule and celebrations would be: 6:00 PM Holy Thursday, 6:00
PM Good Friday, 7:30 PM Easter Vigil. At Saint John, we would of-
fer: 7:00 PM Holy Thursday, 7:00 PM Good Friday, 7:30 PM Easter
Vigil — attention would be focused on the Hispanic community, recog-
nizing that most of those coming into the Church are Spanish-
speaking. Easter Sunday would be the regular Sunday schedule within
the cluster. Again, we are having conversations, please reach out to
me directly with ideas and concerns, the solidified liturgical schedule
will come out shortly — Fr.

Weekly Reflection
January 22" is the Annual Day of Prayer for the Legal Protec-
tion of Unborn Children. The last few decades have seen
sweeping changes in the private and public understandings of
what has been come to be known as the “Right to Life,” and
the definitions of terms like “choice,” “truth,” and so many
others. The communities within which we are formed often
reveal how we might individually relate to those terms. So,
what is our way forward, how do we share the human-centered
approach that is the Church’s teaching that all men and wom-
en are equal and that we have a duty to protect and promote
life and the integrity of the human person? Conversations can
turn to arguments very quickly. I find the easiest way to share
truth with others is to point to it physically. When others chal-
lenge church teaching, [ ask questions to come to understand
the reason for the passion in the other person’s speech — a
wound is often present in their life behind the passion. While
we struggle in the political and social arenas, let’s not forget to
share the Gospel simply and directly and with a compassionate
heart with those with whom we might vehemently disagree.
