Earth and Heaven
There is a temptation in the life of the Church that is
emphasized somewhat by the second reading. It is easy to
make a distinction between the physical and the spiritual,
to contrast them and put one on a pedestal, over the
other. In the reading we have the first man who was
flesh, the second man who is spirit. While one might read
St. Paul’s words as the Lord preferring spirit over flesh,
the proper orientation is that Christ has come to wed the
spiritual and physical. He wants the two to interpenetrate
one another, so that there might not be a distinction
between the two, but one life, one free expression where
our wills are united with His. Notice the last line of the
reading. We are born in the flesh with one “image” and
then, as a result of the grace of the sacraments, we add on
another “image.” We should see this “image” like the
wax seal of an official document. The image of the love
of the Father is imprinted upon our souls, that we might
remain with Him, that we might live in and through Him.

Nacemos
en la carne con una “imagen” y luego, como resultado de
la gracia de los sacramentos, agregamos otra “imagen”.
Deberíamos ver esta “imagen” como el sello de cera de
un documento oficial. La imagen del amor del Padre está
impresa en nuestras almas, para que podamos
permanecer con Él, para que podamos vivir en y a través
de Él.
